Elizabeth Mabel Towne was born September 21, 1839, at Poultney, VT, and died January 3, 1925, at h
near Tekamah, NE, being 85 years, 3 months old.

She was married to Walter Tuttle June 14, 1868September 1861, her husband enlisted in the great war of
rebellion and later in 1861 he paid the supreme sacrifice, thus leaving his wife and two small children in so

On February 10, 1864, she was married to William Drury and moved on ahfairis now Miller Park in Omaha
In 1870 they decided to go west and take a homestead. Mr. Drury, on arriving at Tekamah, met an old
John Truax, and went home with him to spend the night. (Truax lived where Faussetts live now.) Mr
traded a cow to John Davis for his right to his homestead, which is still the Drury farm.

Nine children came to bless this home. In 1885 Mr. Drury passed away; and four childideceased the
mothert Webster O. in 1883, Winfield P. in 1883 in Tekamahtiétan 1889 in Decatur, and William in 1922
Colorado.
