A 

moment of silence was observed. 

 Notes were read from several members 

who were not able to attend the meeting. Notes 

were from: Shirley and Jim Patterson, Will and Jan 

Purvis, Frank Roseo, Barbara Holden, Barbara 

Cole, Jean Morris and Karen Courtney. 

 After some discussion, it was determined 

that Wally Parsons was the oldest member in at-

tendance, Julie DiCicco the youngest, and Virginia 

Towne the member who had traveled furthest.  In 

addition, there were five members for whom this 

was their first TFA meeting. 

 The membership next turned their atten-

tion to the reports printed in the Annual Meeting 

Booklet.

In the past year, we had added expenses 

from the England trip [which was cancelled] and 

we added a one-time expense to cover the cost of 

the TFA throws [which will be recouped through 

sales of the throws].  Additionally, it is impossible 

to determine the number of members of the TFA by 

the dues received because there are different 

categories of membership ð each with a separate 

fee. 

 

Membership Committee 

It was noted that the Membership Committee has 

been inactive for several years, but we have 

reached a point in the life of our Association where 

there is a need to reactivate it.  Vice President Ray 

Towne agreed to chair.  Ray will be looking for in-
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in the day and the banquet in the evening.  He also 

suggested people take advantage of nearby Straw-

berry Banks, Kitteryõs outlet shopping, and other 

local sites.  He further noted that he had not re-

ceived all of the names of everyone who had pre-

registered for the meeting.  He and Elizabeth were 

working with the caterer and the hotel and would 

do everything possible to make sure everyone re-

ceived the meal they had pre-paid for, but was 

hoping for understanding and patience from every-

one.

 YAHOO Groups is currently up and running 

but not well-used.  More announcements are 

needed.  Everyone is encouraged to use this as a 

principle was of interacting through the year.

$20 for a family membership.  Following discus-

sion, Gladys Parsons moved and Lois Hoover sec-

onded that dues be increased to $20 for individu-

als and $25 for families.  The motion passed. 

 Concern was raised about the increase in 

the dues just voted, and further discussion fol-

lowed. Because people join at different times of 

year, it was not clear when new rates would begin.

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time in the mid-nineteenth century, English paint-

ers began showing pilgrims that way.  Quakers, of 

course, wore plain dress and apparently artists 

confused Puritans and Quakers.  Within a few dec-

ades American painters started using the same 

convention.  Thus, the plain dressing Puritan was 

born. 

 

Virginia Towne 

One of the first things that we learn when studying 

history is that if everyone knows it, it probably isnõt 

true.  We all know that the Puritan men wore black 

simple costumes with white square collars and a 

tall hat and long pants. The women wore black 

with a broad white collar and a white cap.  The chil-

dren dressed like their parents and didnõt have any 

fun. 

 Actually, the Puritans didnõt wear clothing 

like this.  What they wore was what others in Eng-

land wore, and pictures of the time do not show 

people in England wearing black and white.  Peo-

ple in England wore clothes of many colors ð the 

colors were just not as bright as they are today.  

Reds, blues, greens and yellows were common col-

ors of the time.  

 Puritans who went to New England were 

mostly from the lower nobility - the merchant class 

or well-to-do farmers.  These people would proba-

bly wear fashionable clothing that was functional 

for their lives, not the fancier court dress shown in 

portraits.  Both sexes wore tight upper body cloth-

ing.  Women wore full skirts and men wore loose 

pants to the knee with socks, garters, and boots of 

varying lengths and complexity.
